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Re-Inflating
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Using a Cartridge

A WARNING: Do not over-inflate.
The antenna will stay inflated for up to 24hrs, but should you need to re-inflate,
you MUST fully defiate the antenna before re-infiating with a canister.
1—Press the valve in the manual inflation tube (red) to release the gas and
deflate.
Tip: Fold the antenna from the top, squeezing out all the air as you fold it down.
2—Unscrew the spent cartridge and dispose. Move the firing lever into the UP
position and screw in the second cartridge.
3—Then inflate as shown in the Quick Start section.

Manual Inflation:

In case a cartridge is unavailable, the antenna may be manually inflated by
blowing into the oral infiation tube (red). When inflated manually, the antenna
will need to be supported at, both, the bottom and the top.

Stowing the Antenna
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1 & 2— After use it is important to ensure the antenna is ready to use whenever needed. Remove all gas and reincert fresh canister as shown in the

RE-INFLATING section.

3- Fan-Fold (see image 3) the antenna to fit inside main pouch. Do not rell up or roll-fold the antenna.
4— Secure all accessories behind an elastic band and fold the storage pouch together as detailed in drawing. Left side first and finish with top.

Mountlng Optlons Tech Tip: To get the best performance out of your antenna,
it should be mounted as high as possible, being sufficiently
rigid or secured to stay vertical in the expected winds.

Option 1: Use hook-and-loop straps to mount
the antenna vertically as shown in the Quick
Start section. Additionally, During use in
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strong winds, secure the top of the antenna
through the grommets, with a length of cord.

Option 2: Hang and secure the antenna from
structures on the boat via the grommets using
lengths of cord.

Should the antenna bladder become dam-

aged and not inflate you can use the grommet — —
method (Option 2). As long as it is stretched

out vertically, this will not affect performance.

IMPORTANT: DO NOT tie the antenna against a metal pole—this will detune the antenna which could damage the radio or make it malfunction.

To Extend the Cable, if Needed

If you are not able to reach your VHF radio, you can extend the
cable using the temporary splice connector. Note: This con-

nector can fit RG-58 or RG-8X. Note the difference in the strip
length in step 2 for each cable type.

1—Locate the VHF radio cable from your fixed VHF to main
antenna system. Cut this cable flush at a suitable point

2—Strip outer sheath from coax as detailed in image and fold
back the braid. Simply screw on the splice connector
(provided) until it stops.

IMPORTANT: This is NOT a permanent conneclion and sieps
should be taken to ensure the connector is not pulled sharply.
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
